The following information is provided to assist you, should a student-athlete from your institution qualify for the 2005 NCAA Division III Wrestling Championships.  St. Olaf College is pleased to be hosting the championships March 4-5, 2005 at the Skolgund Fieldhouse and Tostrud Center in Northfield, Minnesota.

ALL FORMS MENTIONED IN THIS MAILING ARE INCLUDED IN THE 2005 NCAA DIVISION III WRESTLING CHAMPIONSHIPS HANDBOOK.  ALL LATE FEES/FINES MUST BE PAID AT REGISTRATION PRIOR TO PARTICIPATION.

Failure to meet the entry deadline may result in a financial penalty being assessed.  Upon receipt of your entry form, you will be sent a 3x5 post card indicating that we have received your entry form.  You may also choose to send the entry form by certified mail to ensure that it was received.

2. Qualifying Tournaments:  The championships handbook contains dates, sites and 

tournament directors of the automatic qualifying tournaments.  The number of qualifiers of each tournament can also be found in the handbook.

3. Season Record Form (copy enclosed):  To assist the tournament director of your

qualifying tournament, YOU ARE REQUIRED TO BRING ONE TYPED COPY OF AN UPDATED SEASON RECORD FORM WITH YOU TO THE QUALIFYING TOURNAMENT FOR ANY OF YOUR WRESTLERS WHO YOU BELIEVE MAY QUALIFY FOR THE NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS.  Forms that are filled out incorrectly or have incomplete results are subject to a fine of $50.00 per form or a maximum of $300.00 per institution to be paid in advance or at the national championships site.  The season record forms of your qualifiers will be distributed to the pre-seed committee prior to the pre-seed meeting.

4. Qualifiers:  The tournament directors of each qualifying tournament are required to 

forward:  1.) a list of all qualifiers, 2.) individual season record forms, 3.) a complete set of results from their tournaments, 4.) the names of their three seeding representatives 5.) each representative’s travel arrangements (driving or flying), time of arrival and hotel information to Cindy Book, Tournament Manager at St. Olaf College within 48 hours of the completion of their tournament.

IMPORTANT:  The submission of the names of the qualifiers by the tournament director of the qualifying tournament does not constitute an official entry into the championships.  As noted below, each coach must register his student-athlete(s) at the site of the championships.

5. Registration:  Head Coaches are responsible for registering and verifying the entries of their wrestlers at the Tostrud Center no later than 1:30 p.m. CST Thursday, March 3, 2005.  This is the official entry deadline.

Registration will take place at the Tostrud Center on Wednesday, March 2 from Noon CST to 4:00 p.m. CST and on Thursday, March 3, from 9:00 a.m. CST to 1:30 p.m. CST.

NOTE:  All coaches, participating student-athletes and athletic trainers from each team must be present when the coach registers his entries.
6. Medical Examinations/Skin Check:  The medical examination/skin check will take place 

on Thursday, March 3 at 1:30 p.m. CST in the warm-up area of the Skoglund Fieldhouse.  No bags will be allowed in the warm-up area during the skin checks.  Any student-athlete failing to pass the medical exam/skin check will not be allowed to participate in the championships.  The tournament trainers shall examine the skin of all participants with any questionable findings referred to the physician (dermatologist) on hand.  The physician shall report the results of the examination to the chair of the Division III Wrestling Committee, who shall be responsible for the administrative enforcement of the medical recommendation if it involves disqualification from the tournament.

Please refer to the championships handbook for the medical exam procedures and policies as well as the skin conditions that are cause for medical disqualification.

7. Pre-Championship Meeting:  A mandatory pre-championship meeting of coaches of all 

participating wrestlers and the NCAA Wrestling Committee will be conducted on Thursday, March 3 at 3:00 p.m. CST in the Viking Theater, located in the Buntrock Commons lower level on the campus of St. Olaf College.  Attendance is mandatory; failure to attend may result in a misconduct penalty as prescribed in NCAA Bylaw 31.1.8.3.

8. Weigh-Ins:  The initial weigh-in for all competitors will take place on Friday, March 4 at

      9:00 a.m. CST and the second weigh-in for those competitors remaining in the 

      championships will take place on Saturday, March 5 at 10:00 a.m. CST.  Both weigh-ins

      will be held in the Skolgund Fieldhouse warm-up area.  Please refer to Rule 3, 

      Section 4 in the 2005 Wrestling Rules and Interpretations Book for weigh-in procedures.

Note:  Hot rooms, hot boxes, saunas and steam rooms are prohibited for any purpose.  For information on prohibited dehydration practices and the penalties associated with these practices, see Rule 3, Section 5 in the Wrestling Rules Book.

9. Replacement Policy:  The tournament director of your qualifying tournament must submit

the names of individuals who have qualified for the championships within 48 hours of the completion of the qualifier event.  Only those individuals listed on the qualifiers list for the respective national championships will be allowed to compete.  Replacements on the list are permitted until the established deadline.  Replacements must be the next-best wrestler designated by the qualifying tournament.  The registration period for all 160 qualifiers closes at 1:30 p.m. CST on Thursday, March 3.  The replacement deadline is Wednesday, March 2nd at 12:00 p.m. CST.  
10. Tickets, Participants Passes and Parking Permits:  The price of a ticket to each of the 

tournament sessions is $12.00 per adult and $10.00 per student.  All-session tickets are $40.00 per adult and $30.00 per student.  TICKETS WILL BE SOLD AS CASH OR CHECK ONLY.  THE SKOGLUND FIELDHOUSE AND TOSTRUD CENTER DO NOT ACCEPT CREDIT CARDS FOR TICKET SALES.

No complimentary tickets are permitted.  Participation credentials will be provided to student-athletes competing in the championships, as well as coaches and approved athletic trainers.  These credentials are to be picked up at registration and each coach, participating student-athlete and pre-approved athletic trainer receiving credentials must be present at registration to receive their credential.  The following policy shall determine the number of credentials provided each institution:

in order to make arrangements to receive a valid credential.  This person will also be required to be present when the Head Coach registers himself and his participants.
A parking pass will be issued to each coach for their travel party’s vehicle at registration.  To receive a parking pass, the make, model, and license plate of the vehicle must be provided.

11. Housing, Air and Ground Transportation, and Directions:  The attached lists contain 

information on area lodging establishments, air and ground transportation, and directions

from the airports and hotels to the Skoglund/Tostrud Fieldhouses and the St. Olaf College

campus.  It is the responsibility of each institution to make their own lodging and travel arrangements.

15. Seeding Meeting:  The seeding meeting will begin at 7:00 p.m. CST Wednesday, March 2nd at the Buntrock Commons; Rooms 142, 143, 144, 146.  The Buntrock Commons is located on the campus of St. Olaf College.  Members of each qualifying tournament must be present to provide the seeding recommendations to the NCAA Wrestling Committee.  These individuals are to be selected at the qualifying tournament and their names, travel arrangements (if driving, time of projected arrival should be provided; if flying, airport name and flight number, and time of arrival should be provided), and hotel information are to be forwarded to Cindy Book, Tournament Manager.

Note:  Only the games committee and the official seeding representatives from each qualifier are permitted to attend the seeding meeting.

16. Pre-championship Social: A pre-championship social will be hosted by the National Wrestling Coaches Association on Thursday, March 3rd from 6:30-8:30 p.m. CST at The Grand of Northfield, 316 Washington Street, Northfield.  A ticket is required for admission to the social.  The formula for social ticket distribution will be:

17. Videotaping:  Cameras will be provided at every mat as well as a staff person to record

the match.  When your wrestler is called to the on-deck area, you must provide a tape to the escort.  The staff person that is recording the matches will not have any blank videotapes.  The tape should include your wrestler’s name, weight, as well as the name of your institution.  At the conclusion of the match, the tape will be handed back to you.  Do not leave the mat until you have received your videotape. We ask that you allow the staff at the Skoglund Fieldhouse and Tostrud Center to record all matches.
