- Gustavus and St. Catherine will be the top two seeds in the playoffs and host semifinal games next
Thursday. With a win, Gustavus clinches the #1 seed. Any tie in the standings with these two teams
would result in St. Cathetine being the #1 seed because even though GAC and SCU split during the
regular season, SCU would hold tiebreaker #3 over GAC because SCU got three points out of
their series with St. Thomas and GAC only got one.

- St. Thomas will be the #3 seed. The best St. Thomas can do is tie with SCU in the standings, but
even then, SCU holds the edge in the head-to-head results and therefore would be ahead of St.
"Thomas. No other team can pass St. Thomas in the standings.

- St. Olaf, Bethel, and Saint Mary’ all enter today knowing, if they win, they are in the playoffs. A tie
for St. Olaf would also put them in, but a tie would not lock up a spot for Bethel and Saint Mary’s
automatically.

-If STO, BU, and SMU all tie for fourth with 20 points: we would look at head-to-head results be-
tween these three teams which would give SMU five points and the #4 seed, Bethel four points and
the #5 seed, and would eliminate STO who would three points.

- If BU, SMU, and CON all tie for fifth with 18 points: we would look at head-to-head results be-
tween these three teams which would give SMU six points and the #5 seed and would eliminate
Bethel (4 points), and Concordia (2 points).

-If STO and SMU tie in the standings with 20 points, SMU would have the higher ranking because
only way they could tie is if SMU beats STO today which would give SMU 3 points in their seties
and STO only 1.

- If SMU and BU tie in the standings with 18 points, BU would have the higher ranking because
even though they split their regular season seties, when looking at ticbreaker #2, BU would have 4
points against teams above them and SMU would only have 3.

- If SMU and BU tie with 19 points in the standings, they would have split head-to-head, and both
had four points against teams above them, we would then move to tiebreaker #3. Concordia would
be the next team in the standings no matter what happens today. Bethel split with Concordia while
Saint Mary’s sweep the Cobbers. Therefore, SMU would receive the higher ranking,
