INSURANCE COVERAGE:

Participation in the intercollegiate athletic program is a voluntary extracurricular opportunity provided to qualified students.  The athletics department DOES NOT assume the responsibility for payment of medical costs associated with injuries.  The NCAA requires that all student-athletes have medical insurance with $75,000 coverage.  Many families have policies covering costs associated with injuries.  However, a number of the medical policies do not cover intercollegiate athletic-related injuries.  Other policies are HMO’s that restrict referral procedures.  Some out-of-state plans may limit coverage.  Other plans may have a high deductible.  It will be necessary for you to verify coverage for such injuries under your policy prior to participation in the St. Olaf College Intercollegiate Athletics program.  Some families elect to carry the College Student Policy; others (especially those with restrictive HMO’s or high deductibles) choose to do both.  The student-athlete must complete and electronically sign an on-line form indicating the type of medical insurance and provide a photocopy of the insurance card (front and back). 

The college does carry a secondary insurance policy on its student-athletes.  This policy has a $1000 deductible, and most minor-to-moderate injuries do not reach that level.  For this policy to be enacted, the following must take place: 

1. The injury must have been incurred from participation in intercollegiate athletics.  The Athletic Trainer will complete a form attesting to this fact.

2. The total of all bills from this injury must be greater than $1000.

3. The student-athlete must follow proper referral procedures.

4. All bills must be filed with the primary carrier first.

The student-athlete and/or the family will assume responsibility for all costs not covered by these policies.
