1. Reyna just another big money mistake by Red Bulls

Claudio Reyna and Juan Pablo Angel trained on the sideline, assigned to non-contact drills as their lesser-
known teammates scrimmaged ferociously between the white lines. 
 



The team's two precious designated players mostly stretched on Friday. They also ran laps and balanced on 
one foot -- all with the hope of perhaps playing again for the Red Bulls, though not in the next game. 
 
The scene has become all too common during practice sessions and games, in which Reyna and Angel have 
become high-paid observers in yet another mediocre season for the franchise. 
 
The stars account for two-thirds of the team's salary, yet they have missed about half the scheduled games 
because of nagging injuries -- financially crippling a team in desperate need of signing new players. They 
will sit again tonight when FC Dallas visits Giants Stadium for a 7:30 start. 
 
Although injury problems are difficult to predict, Reyna carried all the warning signs. 
 
The 34-year-old midfielder has been a magnet for strains and muscle pulls during a long career, causing 
him to miss substantial parts of English Premier League seasons and World Cup games. Despite the 
history, Reyna became one of the richest players in MLS last year after signing a two-year, $2.5 million 
contract. 
 
In hindsight, Reyna is considered the biggest mistake committed by the team's former sporting director, 
Bruce Arena. The signing was a devastating move in a salary-capped league with a limit of one designated 
player per team (the Red Bulls received another through a trade). 
 
Reyna has zero goals and just three assists as a Red Bull, playing in 27 of the 43 regular-season games 
since he arrived. 
 
According to reports, the Red Bulls attempted a buyout before this season. Fans regularly call for Reyna's 
retirement on message boards. 
 
"We should create the countdown clock of the days and minutes until Reyna has left our organization," 
writes Metro 211-7 on the team-sponsored blog, Red Bulls Reader, one of many Reyna complaints that 
saturate the Internet. 
 
Reyna, the team captain, declined an interview request. 
 
"I think he's frustrated, just as we are," said coach Juan Carlos Osorio, who could offer no update on 
Reyna's herniated disk. "The fact is we are very limited in how we've been able to use him." 
 
In the franchise's earlier incarnation, the MetroStars suffered through big-salary busts, such as Lothar 
Matthaeus and Youri Djorkaeff. But Reyna has become, arguably, a more embarrassing disaster, the 
symbol of futility and wasted dollars. 
His likely retirement after this season will open a designated player slot, paving the way for an anticipated 
push to sign a big-name player who will help open Red Bull Park in 2009. 
 
Angel is the team's highest-paid player, making about $1.6 million this year. He easily earned his status last 
season, scoring 19 goals as a league MVP candidate. The striker has missed the past two games because of 
nagging hamstring and back injuries, creating a goal-scoring void magnified by the recent transfer of Jozy 
Altidore to the Spanish club, Villarreal. 
 
Angel was aiming for a return tonight but suffered a setback during training. 
 
"With how I felt [Thursday] and today, it doesn't make any sense to return this week," he said Friday. "The 
last thing I want to do is come back too early." 
 
Osorio, who inherited this mess as a first-year coach, is left to piece together a patchwork lineup every 
week, hoping to forge a winning team from rookies and players originally projected as reserves. 
 



His attempts to sign players from South America have been thwarted by money constraints. Osorio 
abandoned hopes of signing Mexican defender Diego Jimenez and is now focusing on Venezuelan 
midfielder Jorge Rojas.  
 
"It's always the money," said Osorio, who went on a scouting trip to Argentina this month and discovered 
the market was more expensive than anticipated. "Unfortunately, there's not enough money." 
 
The Red Bulls will have plenty of money sitting around on the inactive list tonight, more than everybody 
on the field combined. That won't help them get three points against FC Dallas, or to sign another player 
who will make this long season any happier. 
 

2. Juan Pablo Angel & Claudio Reyna out, Diego Jimenez not coming

Striker Juan Pablo Angel had hoped to return for tomorrow's game, but his hamstring will keep him out at 
least until the next match. 
 
"IÕm planning all my games going without him at the moment. Today has not been any difdent,'' said coach 
Juan Carlos Osorio. "I'll be very, very pleased the day he comes and they tell me he's ready to go. At the 
moment he's not, and I will follow our doctors advice to rest him.'' 
 
Angel, who'd suffered a disc injury, pulled his hamstring while compensating. The Colombian has missed 
the Red Bulls' last two matches, and will miss the Dallas tilt as well. 
ÒItÕs better, but not where I wanted it. I was improving and yesterday and today IÕm sore again. I stepped it 
up a little bit and yesterday and today it was getting tight again so I guess IÕve got to slow it down a little 
bit and weÕll see next week,ÕÕ Angel said. ÒThis game is out of the question. I was aiming for it but after 
yesterday and today I donÕt have a chance this week.ÕÕ 
 
Team captain Claudio Reyna _ also out with a herniated disc _ declined to speak with the press. 
Diego Jimenez doesn't appear to be coming. The club made him an offer and the Mexican defender made a 
counteroffer that was just a little too rich for Osorio's blood. He might've been inclined to match it before, 
but they have more needs now that Jozy Altidore is gone. 
 
Jimenez is also a fullback in a four-man back line, and Osorio has been looking for a bigger player who 
could start in a three, which just isn't Hunter Freeman's strength. 
 
Even more important, Osorio feels confident of getting two players signed by next week _ Venezuelan 
National team captain Jorge Rojas, and a left-footed central defender who is supposedly good enough to 
make Jimenez expendable. 
 
(And FWIW, I don't think it's Rojas' Venezuelan National Team mate Gabriel Cichero, who was being bid 
on by a Brazilian club and two Colombian outfits.) 
 
ÒI think sooner rather than later weÕll bring two guys I feel comfortable with and they will strengthen the 
team. I will be pleased if we can bring Jorge and somebody else at least,'' Osorio said. 
 
"Our needs now and priorities weÕre trying to reshuffle. We decided we need to invest that money in other 
positions. (Jimenez and his agent) want a little bit more and we said no, we canÕt do any more.'' 
 
3. Red Bulls defeat FC Dallas

Maybe the Red Bulls eventually will field their best team, and maybe coach Juan Carlos Osorio will sign 
the reinforcements he has talked about since preseason. 
 
But for now, the makeshift crew is holding its own in a difficult stretch, beating FC Dallas, 1-0, Saturday to 
move the club above .500. 
 
With approximately two-thirds of its lineup (and salary) on injured reserve, the Red Bulls (5-4-4) marched 
out their patchwork lineup with a combined zero goals on the three-man frontline. But it was a defender, 
Kevin Goldthwaite, who found the net in the 16th minute, knocking in a far-post header off a corner by 
Sinisa Ubiparipovic. 
 
"This is a great opportunity for some of the players to say, 'I can be a leader of this team,' " Osorio said. 
"This is what we have and we have to forget about who is not here because we cannot count on those 
players for the time being. 
 
"In the last few games, many have stepped up and contributed." 
 
The Red Bulls were on the attack in the first half, a scene reminiscent of Wednesday's draw at New 
England. Ubiparipovic was the catalyst with four shots in the opening 45 minutes, the first on a side volley 
from 14 yards that was deflected wide. 
 
His second shot resulted in the goal-scoring corner, which Ubiparipovic served over the Dallas goalie to hit 
Goldthwaite in stride. Ubiparipovic, a second-year player, was making his sixth career start. 
 
"We have been working a lot in trying to convince [Ubiparipovic] to try to play simple football and then he 
can compete at this level," Osorio said. "We've tried to instill in him that he has the ability to take shots. He 
did it today and I'm pleased for him." 
 
Designated players Juan Pablo Angel and Claudio Reyna, who combine to earn $2.9 million, were inactive 
because of nagging injuries that have sidelined them for about half the season. The other preseason star, 
Jozy Altidore, recently transferred to Spanish club Villarreal, prompting Osorio to take a scouting trip to 
South America earlier this month. 
 
But the replacements performed beyond expectations this week, rebounding from a 4-1 defeat against D.C. 
United to earn surprising points against New England and Dallas. 
 
The defense also was in top form, avenging an early-season defeat against Dallas while holding leading 
scorer Kenny Cooper to no shots on goal. Red Bulls goalie Jon Conway stopped Dallas' best opportunity in 
the 68th minute, diving horizontally to save a breakaway shot by Andre Rocha. Conway finished with two 
saves for his fourth shutout. 
 
"If we compete like that, we have a chance against any team in this league," Osorio said. "We limited a 
team that has scored against almost everybody to very little chances. " 
 
"I'm very pleased with the performance and the result." 
 
The Red Bulls (5-4-4) are in the middle of their busiest part of the schedule, a stretch of five games in two 
weeks that finishes Saturday on the West Coast.  
 
With the stockpile of injuries, the schedule threatened to drop the Red Bulls further in the standings. 
Instead, they are tied with Chicago for the final playoff spot in the Eastern Conference. 
 
But the Red Bulls might have to deal with more injury problems. Just eight minutes after scoring, 
Goldthwaite was removed because of hamstring strains on both legs.

The standout player was difficult to recognize from high above in the Giants Stadium press box. But after 
his brilliant side volley nearly produced a goal, I caught a glimpse of the small Mohawk that revealed his 
unlikely identity. 
 
"Who was that?" I asked an equally dumbfounded reporter. "Was that Ubiparipovic?" 
 
Forgive me if this was tough to swallow. The Sinisa Ubiparipovic I remembered never pulled off such a 
display of skill, let alone on goal. He had the "deer-in-the-headlights" look in his previous eight 
appearances, converting nervous energy into silly fouls and poor touches. The Red Bull striker was more of 
a physical enforcer than a playmaker. 
 
But Saturday's 1-0 win over FC Dallas unveiled a different Ubiparipovic, a confidence he seemed to 
ascertain overnight. His four shots were just one short of his total in the previous eight games, and his 
perfect corner kick in the 16th minute assisted on the game-winner.  
 
He attacked with purpose, with calm and calculated movements. In what was the team's best first half this 
year, Ubiparipovic was the King of Giants Stadium -- the latest unlikely hero of an unpredictable Red Bull 
season. 
 
"Being the new kid last year, you just come in and learn how to be a professional and learn a new game, 
because it's very different than the college game," said Ubiparipovic, the 2006 Mid-American Conference 
Player of the Year for the University of Akron. "Now I'm prepared and fit and just looking for my chances 
when I play."  
 
Added coach Juan Carlos Osorio: "We want to instill in him that he has the ability to take shots." 
As the majority of the team's salary is locked up in two players on extended injury reserve, Ubiparipovic's 
humble background and modest compensation ($33,000 this year) are becoming the story of Red Bulls' 
success.  
 
Danleigh Borman was the hero last month, a South African native and supplemental draft pick whose 
salary ($12,900) is in poverty-line territory. His goals against Kansas City and Los Angeles lifted a team in 
desperate need of offense. 
 
Kevin Goldthwaite, Luke Sassano and Dane Richards -- all earning $33,000 or less -- also have contributed 
special moments.  
 
Then there's Ubiparipovic, a Bosnian immigrant whose family fled a war-torn nation nine years ago to find 
peace and safety in the suburbs of Cleveland. He made 12 appearances off the bench as a rookie in 2007 
and became a fill-in starter this season, picking up more yellow cards (four) than shots on goal before 
Saturday. Osorio said the 24-year-old was pressing, trying to be flashy when simplicity suited him best.  
 
"This is not luck with Sinisa, this is all pure hard work," Osorio said. "We've been working a lot in trying to 
convince him that when he plays effective football Ð meaning no back heels, no outside flicks and giving 
simple inside passes Ð he can compete and play at this level." 
 
The Red Bulls could have folded without Claudio Reyna, Jozy Altidore and Juan Pablo Angel in the lineup. 
Their youth and inexperience might have succumbed to the weekly uncertainty of an injury-plagued roster. 
They could have allowed an embarrassing loss against D.C. United to carry over last week. 
 
It made sense to doubt the Red Bulls. 
 



But success is not always predicated on perception, and players like Ubiparipovic don't always have to 
resort to their prior standard. 
 
Tied for fourth place in the Eastern Conference with 17 games remaining, the Red Bulls are looking for a 
few more surprising performances.  
 

5. Stepping up; Red Bulls pull together for 1-0 win

East Rutherford, N.J. -- With both his designated players out with injuries and Jozy Altidore long gone to 
Villarreal for a cool, $10 million transfer, Red Bulls coach Juan Carlos Osorio has asked for volunteers 
from his team to step forward. 
 
"This is a great opportunity for some of the players: 'I can be a leader on this team,' " he said after the Red 
Bulls' 1-0 victory over FC Dallas Saturday night. 
 
Osorio said he told the team: "This is what we have. Forget about whoever is not here. We cannot rely on 
those players for the time being. This is what we have. This is a chance for you and you and you." 
 
Midfielder Sinisa Ubiparipovic took that to heart, playing his finest game of his two-year pro career with 
his playmaking and shooting and setting up the lone goal of the match -- Kevin Goldthwaite's header off a 
corner kick in the 16th minute. 
 
The victory lifted the Red Bulls (5-4-4, 19 points) over D.C. United (5-7-1, 16) and into a fourth place tie 
with the Chicago Fire (6-5-1, 19) in the conference. Dallas (16 points) fell to 4-6-4. 
 
"If we can compete like that we have a chance against every team in the league," Osorio said.  
 
Indeed. 
 
After last Saturday's 4-1 shellacking at United, the Red Bulls have bounced back quite well without the 
likes of forward Juan Pablo Angel (lower back injury) and team captain and midfielder Claudio Reyna 
(herniated disc). 
 
They lost the lead late in the match, but managed to walk out of one of their chamber of horrors, Gillette 
Stadium, with a draw and a rare point against the conference-leading New England Revolution Wednesday. 
 
Then there was Saturday's encouraging performance before 16,427 spectators at Giants Stadium. While the 
Red Bulls won't get many points for playing beautiful football, they gave plenty of effort and were effective 
when needed. 
 
"Juan Carlos kind of flipped the switch on us and made it a point to talk every day about battling in every 
game," Goldthwaite said. "I think that's what it comes down to the guys' heart and the willingness to get in 
on tackles. I think that's what we're learning to do better. And get in on every 50-50 ball and put an impact 
on the game and try to make it hard for them." 
 
The 24-year-old Ubiparipovic did his part, particularly in an inspired first half. He entered the game with 
five shot over eight games and 405 minutes and took four in the opening 45 minutes alone (he had none in 
the second half). 
 
Osorio said that he was not surprised about the play of his his midfielder. 
 
"This is not luck," he said. "This is all hard work. We have been working a lot . . . trying to convince him 



that when he plays effective football, just simple football, he can play at this level." 
 
Added Ubiparipovic: "I was looking to get the ball, looking to be dangerous, create opportunities for 
myself and other players." 
 
He certainly did in the 16th minute. First, Ubiparipovic set up a corner kick by forcing goalkeeper Dario 
Sala to save his shot from outside the penalty area. He then placed his corner to the far right post, where 
Goldthwaite headed it home from two yards.  
 
"Sinisa played a great ball in," Goldthwaite said. "It was kind of one of those goals that you see it and all of 
a sudden it's on top of your head." 
 
And in the back of the net past Sala. It turned out to be enough for the Red Bulls, who haven't scored more 
than one goal in a game for seven consecutive matches. 
 
Some nine minutes later, Goldthwaite wound up straining not one, but two hamstring pulls. He left the 
game for defender Jeff Parke. 
 
Goldthwaite said he began to have problems with his hammy after a 40-yard run with forward Kenny 
Cooper. 
 
"It started to tighten up a little bit and from there it got worse and worse," he said. 
 
Goldthwaite said he was hopeful he would be back for both games this week -- vs. Chivas de Guadalajara 
Wednesday in Glendale, Ariz. and Chivas USA in Carson, Calif. Saturday. 
 
For most of the night, the Red Bulls defense kept the Dallas attack at bay. The visitors had but two shots on 
goal. Cooper had only one shot at (not on) goal. 
 
The worst breakdown came in the 68th minute when a throw-in bounced over the head of central defender 
Andrew Boyens. Andre Rocha picked up the ball, went around Boyens and fired a shot that keeper Jon 
Conway knocked away to preserve his fourth shutout of the season. 
 
"That's why I'm in there," Conway said.

East Rutherford, N.J. -- Juan Carlos Osorio laced into his team in the hours and days that followed a 4-1 
drubbing against D.C. United at RFK Stadium last Saturday. A challenge was issued to every player, 
including Sinisa Ubiparipovic.  
 
ÒAfter a disappointing performance in D.C., we had a long conversation with the coach and we knew the 
effort had to be there at New England,Ó Ubiparipovic said. ÒWe decided to come out and make a change

That change began in New England, where the Red Bulls came away with a well-earned 1-1 draw 
Wednesday night. That carried over Saturday night at home and the result was a 1-0 victory against FC 
Dallas at Giants Stadium. 
 
Juan Pablo Angel (hamstring) and Claudio 
Reyna (herniated disc) are both out with injury and the Red Bulls have yet to replace Jozy Altidore, who 
was sold to Villarreal of La Liga.

One of those players who accepted the challenge Saturday night was Ubiparipovic, who earned his second 
straight start.

EAST RUTHERFORD, New Jersey - New York Red Bulls coach Juan Carlos Osorio praised his players 
for responding positively to last week's loss to post a 1-0 triumph over FC Dallas on Saturday night. 
 
A week ago, Osorio had seen his once defensively sound team hammered, 4-1, at D.C. United, marking the 
second time in four games that the Red Bulls had conceded at least four goals. 



 
Having admitted to giving his players a stinging talk behind closed doors in the wake of that defeat, Osorio 
said he was pleased with the way the team had knuckled down to its task. The Red Bulls responded by 
tying the New England Revolution, 1-1, on Wednesday before defeating FC Dallas at Giants Stadium on 
Saturday. 
 
"If we can play like that, we have a chance against any team in this league," Osorio said. 
 
Kevin Goldthwaite had given the Red Bulls just their second win in seven games with a 16th minute header 
off a corner kick from Sinisa Ubiparipovic to send the Red Bulls (5-4-4) past Dallas (4-6-4) in the Texas 
squad's first match under former long-time Southern Methodist University head coach Schellas Hyndman, 
appointed this week as a replacement for Steve Morrow. 
 
"After what I said to them, there was only one way to go," Osorio said. "Thank God they reacted the way 
we expected. I praise them today in the same way I criticized them inside, not publicly. I think they've 
reacted very well to all that. 
 
"We've been saying that to the players - we just have to believe in what we're doing. When they step on the 
field, that's the minimum requirement, that we give our best and that comes from me all the way down to 
the 25-man roster. We were very good today and (the win was) well deserved. ... I'm very pleased with the 
performance and the result." 
 
The Red Bulls were missing both their designated players, striker Juan Pablo Angel and midfielder Claudio 
Reyna, to hamstring strains, but Ubiparipovic made sure their absence was not felt too strongly. 
 
The Bosnian was front and center for the home side as it made a positive start, seeing right-footed shots 
twice turned round the post by Dallas goalkeeper Dario Sala. 
 
The latter effort, in the 16th minute, led to Ubiparipovic sending an inswinging corner from the Red Bulls 
left to the back post where Goldthwaite was waiting to head home the opening goal. 
 
Dallas had an opportunity to respond three minutes later when Andre Rocha's free kick from the right 
caused confusion in the New York defense. Failing to clear their lines, the ball fell perfectly to striker 
Dominic Oduro, who could only shoot straight at Red Bulls keeper Jon Conway from 10 yards out. 
There was a further blow for the home side's defense when Goldthwaite became the latest Red Bull player 
to succumb to hamstring problems in the 24th minute, suffering strains in both legs and forcing Osorio to 
replace him with Jeff Parke. 
 
With a 1-0 halftime lead, New York looked comfortable and it continued to dominate as it went in search 
of an insurance goal. 
 
The 16,427 crowd at Giants Stadium had to wait until the 68th minute for the first meaningful shot on goal, 
however, and when it came, it was Dallas which was on the offensive with Rocha forcing a sharp save from 
Conway after firing toward the top right of the keeper's goal. 
 
At the other end, Sala needed to be equally alert as New York sub John Wolyniec met Seth Stammler's 
cross from the left with a fierce header that the Dallas keeper did well to block low to his left. 
 
It was one of the rare high points for a lackluster Dallas side who have given new coach Hyndman plenty to 
think over ahead of a trip to Texas rivals Houston on Thursday. 
 
"I don't think we played to our best," Hyndman said. "It gives me an opportunity to evaluate the players and 
see what we need to work on. 
 
"At times we were put under a lot of pressure and we lost 1-0 but it could have been worse." 
Hyndman admitted he had had little opportunity to get to know his players since taking charge on Tuesday. 



 
"It is tough," he said, "I'm still getting to know the players' names and we've only had a couple of days' 
training with them to try and instill some ideas. It's going to take time to get those ideas across but I'm real 
proud of them for implementing the ideas and trying as hard as they could. 
 
"But it is tough, especially a third of the way through the season. As a coach you're trying to make things 
better without selecting your players or having the chance to take them through a pre-season."

It took the loss of the team's three biggest stars for Red Bulls coach Juan Carlos Osorio to start the same 
lineup two games in a row for the first time this season. 
  
And for the second straight game, the patchwork team came through with a big performance.  
Three days after earning a point with an impressive tie with the Revolution in Foxborough, Mass., the Red 
Bulls used an early goal by defender Kevin Goldthwaite to defeat FC Dallas, 1-0, before 16,427 last night 
at Giants Stadium.  
Playing without forward Juan Pablo Angel and midfielder Claudio Reyna, who are sidelined with 
hamstring injuries, and forward Jozy Altidore, who signed to play with Villarreal in Spain, the Red Bulls 
(5-4-4) were able to collect four points against two tough teams.  
 
"This is a great opportunity for some of the players to say 'I can be a leader in this team,' and I think there 
were some signs of that today," Osorio said. "I hope they relish that challenge because it's not a secret in 
football as I keep telling them. This is what we have. Forget about whoever is not here because we can't 
count on those players for the time being.  
 
"When they come back, great, but for the time being this is what we have and now is the chance for you, 
for you and for the next man to come and say 'This is what I can do for this team and this is my 
contribution to this team,' and in the last two games many of them have come and contributed."  
 
Last night it was midfielder Sinisa Ubiparipovic, who had taken five shots all year but took four last night 
as he dominated the left side.  
 
"I took shots when I had the chance, when I had the opportunity," Ubiparipovic said. "I was just looking to 
get the ball, looking to be dangerous, create opportunities for myself and other players."  
And he started early.  
 
In the seventh minute, Dane Richards, who played a solid game on the right, sent a cross into the far side of 
the box where Ubiparipovic volleyed the ball toward the lower right corner only to see FC Dallas goalie 
Dario Sala make a one-handed save.  
 
"This is not luck. This is pure work," Osorio said of Ubiparipovic. "We have been working a lot on trying 
to convince him that when he plays effective football, meaning no back-heels, no outside flicks, just play 
simple football ... he can compete, and he can play at this level."  
 
Ubiparipovic came close again in the 16th minute. Gaining control off a long cross, he cut inside a defender 
near the top of the box on the left and drilled a low shot toward the near post that Sala pushed away with a 
lunge.  
 
On the ensuing corner kick. Ubiparipovic swerved the ball in from the left where Goldthwaite outleaped his 
mark and headed in his second goal of the year.  
 



Goldthwaite's euphoria, however, didn't last long. He limped off the field in the 24th minute after straining 
both his left and right hamstrings and was replaced by Jeff Parke.  
 
"This whole week has been an issue (with) high hamstring on both legs," Goldthwaite said. "I was having 
an okay time trying to get them stretched out in warmup. I didn't get as stretched as I felt, and after my first 
full run, a 30-yard sprint, both of them started to tighten up a little bit and they got worse and worse."  
 
The victory spoiled the debut of FC Dallas coach Schellas Hyndman, who was hired Tuesday following a 
31-year career as a college coach, the last 24 at Southern Methodist University.  
"It's tough," Hyndman said. "I'm still trying to learn the players names."  
It didn't help that FC Dallas (4-6-4) was playing without defenders Drew Moor (USA) and Adrian Serioux 
(Canada) who were with their respective national teams for World Cup qualifiers this weekend.
