The Minnesota Teacher Licensure Examinations (MTLE) will be the sole means of assessing the basic skills, pedagogical, and content-area knowledge of MN teacher candidates. All candidates for an initial license will be required to pass the MTLE tests.
MTLE Basic Skills Tests
The Basic Skills are three computerized subtests: 

Reading: 48 multiple-choice questions; (1 hour) - $25.00


Writing: 33 multiple-choice questions and 2 written assignments; (1 hour 30 min) - $25.00


Mathematics: 50 multiple-choice questions; (1 hour 15 min) - $25.00

Pedagogy and Content Area Tests

There are two subtests for pedagogy and two subtests for each content area. 

$35.00 per subtest.

There is also an annual registration fee of $50 (paid once per test program year, September 1–August 31, regardless of number of tests taken).

Score reports are released approximately 21 days after the testing window. Please print your score reports. They are only available for a short time, and you will need to pay to access those scores at a later date.
Students seeking a K-12 license will be able to choose their pedagogy grade level (either elementary grades K-6 OR secondary grades 5-12); all others will complete the secondary pedagogy tests. Students must also successfully complete the appropriate content area tests for each license(s) they are pursuing. The content area tests relevant for St. Olaf students seeking teaching licensure are:  

· Chemistry (Grades 9–12) 
· Communication Arts/Lit (Grades 5–12) 
· Dance (Grades K–12)
· ESL (Grades K–12) 
· Instrumental Classroom Music (Grades K–12) 

· Life Science (Grades 9–12) 
· Mathematics (Grades 5–12) 
· Middle Level Science (Grades 5–8) 

· Physics (Grades 9–12)

· Social Studies (Grades 5–12)

· World Language and Culture: French, German, and Spanish (Grades K–12) *
* World language tests are paper-based and will be administered in facilities located near language preparation institutions. They are offered 6 times each testing year and cost $28 each.

Registration

If you have applied for financial assistance, please see Professor McClure before you register for any tests.

· Enter the “Register” area and follow the directions provided. You will be asked to provide personal information. Identify the tests you want to take by adding them to the “test selection” area.
· When prompted to indicate which institution you want to receive your scores it is imperative that you indicate St. Olaf College.  If you do not list St. Olaf as a recipient, it could delay your licensing process later.
· Make certain to add St. Olaf for where you received your educator preparation training.
· Also make certain to complete all requested information prior to completing registration. You will need a Mastercard or Visa (or a debit card that carries the Visa/Mastercard logo) to complete the process.
· Candidate registration is now a one step process.  Candidates are able to schedule immediately at the Pearson VUE website as part of the registration process.
· If you need to retake a test you may do so in 60 days.
