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Human Relations (ED 382)
The Minnesota Human Relations Components are a state requirement for all applicants for licensure in education.  The purpose of the Human Relations requirement is to prepare you for teaching in a multicultural society.  The Human Relations requirement for St. Olaf College teacher candidates is met by satisfactorily completing both cognitive and experiential components throughout the teacher education program.

· Cognitive Component

To meet the cognitive component you will:

1) read required course materials and books on topics of diversity and multiculturalism as assigned in education courses, and

2) complete respective assignments as assigned by course instructors, such as writing reflection papers, actively participating in class discussions, etc.
· Experiential Component

To meet the experiential component students must complete an education interim or its equivalent prior to student teaching.  You will complete a K-12 classroom experience in a multicultural school as a tutor or teacher aide for a minimum of 80 hours; 40 of these hours must be during the school day.  

To satisfy this requirement, you may complete one or more of the following interim/summer/semester/ courses offered by/through the Education Department:

a) ED 170: Urban Schools and Communities (Minneapolis)

b) ED 347: Teaching ESL K-12 (St. Paul)
c) ED 378: Multicultural Education in Hawaii: Seminar and Practicum

d) ED 379: Urban Education Seminar and Practicum (Twin Cities)

e) HECUA Metro Urban Studies Term (Twin Cities)

f) HECUA City Arts (Twin Cities)


Note:   Options e) and f) require an internship in a K-12 school.

While the following experiences are strongly encouraged, they do not meet the human relations experiential component requirement:
