Use this word

VIKINGS NOT FOOTBALL

Use an * to truncate words.  For example  Scandinavia*  would bring up the words:  Scandinavia, Scandinavia’s, Scandinavian, Scandinavians.

To write a complex search statement use parentheses to “nest” groups of terms – think back to algebra where the parentheses mean “do the work inside the parentheses first.”

For a search on Viking women:

Viking* and (women* or girl* or mother* or wife or wives) not (football or Mars)
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
