For Mac computer: 

1. Plug in headphones into the USB port located in the back of the screen. 

2. Click Apple icon > System preferences 
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> Select Sound
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3. In Output option and Input options> Highlight Logitech USB headphones
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Choose a device for sound input
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For PC:
1. Plug in headphones

2. Start> Settings > Control Panel > Sound and Audio Devices
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3. Audio > Sound Playback and Sound Recording> Highlight “Logitech USB Headphones”
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4. Click > Apply
