Scanning Instructions For:

Canon CanoScan LiDE 600F

Place document/photo on the document glass and close the cover. 

Make sure to align the document to the UPPER RIGHT CORNER where the white arrow is located.
Support the document cover while opening and closing.

Starting PhotoStudio

- Open Applications Folder

- Open PhotoStudio Folder

- Click PhotoStudio Icon[image: image1.png]



In PhotoStudio

Click the File menu and then “Select Source” 
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Choose CANON CanoScan LiDE 600F 

Go to the File menu  and then “Acquire”
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A new window will appear titled “ScanGear”

In the right hand column, select the desired source (Photo, Magazine, Newspaper, Document) and then click Preview
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Set Destination (Print, Image display, etc.) and/or Output Size (A4, Lettersize, Portrait etc.) as needed

Click “Scan” to start scanning

DO NOT touch the scanner while it’s operating 

After the scan, a window will pop up.  If you wish to continue scanning, select “Scan other images” If you do not want to scan other images, select “Retouch and save the image”
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Scanning is completed. Select the action you prefer to take:

® Retouch and save the image (Close ScanGear dialog)

O Scan other images (Do not close ScanGear )

() Do not display this dialog again

You may modify this setting on [Scan] tab of [Preference] dialog in
Advanced mode.





You can now edit your scanned image.  (For instructions on this, see “Using the Scanner Buttons”)

Save the scanned image in the ArcSoft PhotoStudio 4.3 folder (make sure to choose the desired format for the document—Jpeg File, Photosudio File, Tagged Image File, PICT File, etc).
