PulpMotion: Instructions

1. Open up PulpMotion and a blank composition will appear. [image: image1.png]



a. If a blank composition doesn’t appear, click on File(New Composition.

2. Choose a Theme from the Theme Bar that appears at the top of the screen:
a. [image: image2.png]Themes



The theme can be changed at anytime.

3. After selecting a theme, simply drag and drop pictures (or movies) to the numbered boxes at the bottom of the screen.

a. To alter the order of photos, simply hold down on the picture and drag. 

b. Pictures can be deleted with the delete key on the keyboard.

4. Drag and drop a song from iTunes, desktop, Music folder, etc. to match your slideshow.  

5. The ‘Composition Settings’ column on the right of the composition screen should show 8 subcategories:

a. Title and Annotations: Allows you to change the title and add a story to your composition (i.e. My Trip to Spain, etc.).
b. Timing: Changes the transition speed of photos, photo duration, introduction duration, and it also adjusts the composition to the length of the music.

c. Media Filter: Allows you to filter certain media based on ratings.

d. Fonts: Enables you to change the font and the font size

e. Zoom Effect: Allows you to choose from 6 zoom effects (such as FadeEffect, SpreadEffect, etc.) 

f. Quality and Compression: Changes the quality and compression of your composition.

6. The ‘Media’ column (click the ‘Media’ button [image: image3.png]


 located on the bottom right corner of the screen) gives you easy access to the Audio, Photo, Video and Capture files.  

7. When composition is complete, simply click the ‘Full Screen’ button [image: image4.png]Full Screen



and hit play.

a. When playing a movie file on PulpMotion, you must click on the zoom button [image: image5.png]


 to stop the progression of the slideshow from interrupting your movie.

b. To get out of the Full Screen mode, click on ‘Stop’

PulpMotion Live (using DV / Built-in camera): Instructions

1. Plug in the digital video camera to computer, and turn it on.

a. Make sure that the DV is plugged in firmly and correctly

b. OR make sure your Mac has a built-in camera

2. Select either the News or Silly News theme [image: image6.png]



a. These two themes are the only themes with the Live function.

3. Choose an audio file for the intro 

a. This audio will play in the background during the intro 

4.  In the Silly News choose 9 background pictures and drag and drop them into the boxes labeled ‘background’ at the bottom of the screen. 

a. These boxes can be filled with the same 9 pictures, but they must be filled in order to add pictures for your news. 

b. The background picture will appear behind the news reporters (Bob, Mika, Teddy, Mr. Tomato, etc.)

5. When you have placed all the pictures you want to incorporate into your news, hit the red ‘Go Live!’ button. [image: image7.png]Go Live!




a. You can also preview your production by clicking the ‘Preview’ button next to the ‘Go Live!’ button.

6. Click on the record button to start recording. 

7. Once you’re ‘on air’, the intro (animation of a globe spinning with the title of the program) starts playing.

a. The up arrow key on your keyboard allows you to switch to and from the introduction.

b. The right arrow key on your keyboard allows you to switch between subjects/news.

i. Pressing it once will show the picture of the subject/news in a small window

ii. Pressing it twice will enlarge the picture of the subject and minimize the speaker’s window

iii. Pressing it a third time brings the speaker’s screen back to full size again.

c. The numbers key on your keyboard allows you to switch between the reporters/speakers. 

8. When you finish presenting the news, you may click on the up arrow to switch to the intro/title screen again.

9. Click on the record button again to stop recording and click done to return to the composition screen.
